Contest Information – East Central High School

Saturday February 20th, 2010

General Information
Doors will open 2 hours before 1st performance.  Contest admission prices are as follows:

The East Central Band will not be responsible for any medical liabilities that may be incurred during the day of the contest.  Please know that the medical personnel will be on hand to assist if the need arises.

Please check our website for any updates prior to the contest at www.eastcentralband.org.  You may contact (513) 479-9188 Doug Bischoff (contest chair person) or (513) 907-8909 Clint Hott (Band Director) on the day of the show for emergencies.

Arrival and registration
Please have your students come in the check-in area. The volunteers will stamp their hands there.  You will be given eight (8) wrist bands to be used for your chaperones/pit crew.  IPA provided Badges will be given to the director if they have not received them yet. Badges can be used by director, staff, bus driver or equipment vehicle driver to gain entrance into the hospitality room.   People will be able for purchase additional wrist bands (for entry into competition) at check-in if needed.  Cost of $5.00 per person.  
You will have an assigned guide that will meet you at the registration table and inform you about the restrooms and other logistics.  The guide will travel with you to your homeroom and will take you to the equipment area to unload your equipment.  They will come back to your homeroom in time for you to go to warmup and will remain until you to perform. 

Props and Equipment Unloading

All groups will be unloading equipment on the south end of the field house and loading their equipment on the north end of the field house following their show.

Homerooms

No homeroom will be assigned.  You will have a area in a hallway assigned for your group.

Changing Areas

Any performing member may use only marked restrooms for their changing needs.  Please make sure to clean up any items left behind.

Hospitality Room

A hospitality room will be provided to all directors, staff, and bus drivers showing IPA provided badges.  This room will be located in the band room. (please follow the signs located around the school).  Hot food, snacks, desserts, and drinks will be provided.  You will be able to pick up tapes and videos in the hospitality room after your performance.

Warm Up
A guide will escort you to your warm-up area.  

Music / Visual Warm up is scheduled see schedule attached for your times.  Band volunteers will inform directors when 5, 3 and 1 minutes remain during the warm up.  

Competition Area
From a spectator’s perspective, units will enter the performance area from the front right hand corner of the gym and exit from the back left hand corner of the gym.  The timeline for this competition will be a vertical timeline. Electrical power will be available in front and back.  
Contest Headquarters

Headquarters will be located in the main gym.

Judges Sheets and Tapes

Tapes will be available in Directors Hospitality area after your performance.  Recaps will also be available in the Directors Hospitality room after awards.

Awards
An announcement will be made before for all section leaders to line up in performance order in the east entrance outside of the gymnasium by the field house.  They will be lead into the gym to form an arc at center court for the announcements of awards. Section leaders should step forward to accept their awards. 

Critique

Critique will be held in performance order following the final awards ceremony in the choir room right next to the band room 

CD – Video Tape
Video Tape will be available to purchase of your performance.  You must complete the video purchase form available at the check-in area.  Cost is $10.00.

Parking & Logistics

All trucks, semi’s, busses and staff vehicles must enter the high school parking lot from the South side of the High School from Schuman Road.  Please follow the appropriate signs.

All spectators will need to park in the Spectator Parking Area located on the west side of the school off of Trojan Drive.

DIRECTIONS for Busses, Semi’s, and Staff
Heading West on I-74 (from Ohio)

Get off at exit 164.  Turn left at the exit ramp.  Turn right onto Schuman Road (across from the BP Gas Station) then turn right into the school parking lot (follow signs).
