Contest Information – East Central High School

Saturday February 20th, 2010
Check-In
Check-In is located on the west side of the building at gate 10. Buses will be directed to this location and park. Students should remain on the bus, we will send hand stampers out while directors check in meet their guides and receive their packets. Once all performers are stamped they may enter the building and follow their guide to their homeroom. You will then be allowed to go unload equipment at your allotted time. 
Admission


Directors and Staff will be able to enter the show with their badges. There will also be 2 wrist bands given per group for bus and equipment drivers; this will allow them to gain entry into the hospitality room. There will be an additional 8 tickets in your packet for prop and equipment personnel. Any additional personnel will have to buy tickets at check-in (gate 10), at the prop entrance (gate 17), or at the spectator entrance (gate 15).  General Admission is $5.00.
Spectator Parking/Entrance

The Spectator Parking will be in the Northwest corner of the school and the entrance for spectators will be through the Performing Arts Center entrance (gate 15). Handicap Parking is designated in the same area closest to the school. General Admission is $5.00.

Bus and Equipment Parking


All Buses will be parked in the front of the high school (on the west side) and all equipment trucks will be parked on the East side of the building, next to the field house. All Groups (except last 3) will be required to load equipment immediately following their performance. 
Props and Equipment Unloading

All groups will be unloading equipment on the south end of the field house (gate17) and loading their equipment on the north end of the field house following their show.  

An adult will be required to stay with equipment at all times.
Homerooms

This year there will be no homerooms offered, however we will offering space in the hallway that will be marked off for your group to keep any incedentals. These hallways will patrolled by our parents.
Changing Areas

Any performing member may use only marked restrooms for their changing needs.  Please make sure to clean up any items left behind.

Performance Area

From a spectator’s perspective, units will enter the performance area from the front right hand corner of the gym and exit from the back left hand corner of the gym. The timeline for this competition will be a vertical timeline.
Cafeteria Food/Concessions


We will be serving a variety of food, snacks, and beverages in our cafeteria. Units are encouraged to stay throughout the contest to watch other participants while eating in our cafeteria at a reasonable cost to students.

Hospitality Room


The hospitality room for directors and drivers will be located in the High School Band room.

Contest Headquarters


Headquarters will be located in the main gym.
Judges Sheets and Tapes

Tapes will be available in Directors Hospitality area after your performance. Recaps will also be available in the Directors Hospitality room after awards. 

Awards


Section leaders will be called down to line up in performance order in the east entrance outside of the gymnasium by the field house. They will be lead into the gym to form an arc at center court for the announcements of awards. Section leaders should step forward to accept their awards.
Critique


Critique will be held in performance order following the final awards ceremony in the choir room right next to the band room. (please wait in the band room, you will called for critique)
