UNIT CHECK-IN: (See Maps for new bus entrance for drop off. Be prepared to declare the number of performers. Performers, plus seven (7) staff will be admitted at no charge. At that time, you will receive your director’s packet as well as be asked to complete paper work in regards to Spiel Sheets, Video Ordering, etc. Participants, plus seven (7) will have hands stamped at check-in. Changing Areas: Each group will have a home room, and restrooms will be available for changing if needed. Please do not leave valuable personal items in the restrooms. IPA or the contest sponsors are not responsible for any lost items.

Home Rooms: Home rooms will be on the 3rd Floor. This allows the members to have a separate and direct entrance into our gym. We will also have a concession stand for groups on the 3rd floor. This concession will have snack items only. Having the home rooms on the 3rd floor also allows us to keep the contest flow free from congestion. 
 

INSPECTION: Located in the staging areas, with a simple check for potential floor damaging edges.
 WARM-UP AREA: Each warm-up areas are large 55’ by 70’ plus rooms. Warm-up A is our Cafeteria, which will be free of any tables or chairs. Warm-up B is our Aux. Gym. 
 

STAGING: After Exiting warm-up your unit will be held in a staging area just outside your warm-up area before entering the gym hallway.
 

FLOOR FOLDING, ENTRANCE & EXIT INFO: Units will enter from the Back Stage Right corner taking the back half of the floor first and exit on the front Stage Left. We will utilize the Vertical Time Line for this contest. Specific maps are included in this packet.
AWARDS: 
Captains Only Retreats. Everyone will receive a participation certificate.

Trophies will be presented as per IPA guidelines.
Captains will line up in performance order in the holding area near the unit entrance.  

 

FLOOR SIZE: Competitive area will be 60’ X 90’ with sufficient room at each end and a large backside.

 

ELECTRICAL POWER: Power will be provided at front and back centerline.

CRITIQUE: Critique will take place in the hospitality room in performance order immediately following Awards.

 

VIDEO TAPING: Sponsor will provide a DVD recording service at the cost of $10.00 per unit per performance, please order your video at the Check In table.

 

CONCESSIONS: Please encourage your students and parents to enjoy our concession area, located just outside our gym. There will be ropes which will allow exiting performing groups to pass by. We will also have a 2nd concession stand at the top of our bleachers, 3rd floor entrance. This is also a concession which will be on the same floor as the Home Rooms.  The 2nd location is much more home room friendly food. The larger concession on the first floor will have more dinner items.  We will also have vendors with more unique foods, mom and pop sweets, cookies and ice cream.
